CONFIRMAND’S INTERPRETATION 
Niav O’Connor read from Jeremiah 1:4-10.  Her words 
“Upon reading this passage, I saw that it means God has a 
plan for each of us, and if we accept this plan and have 
faith in God we will be rewarded for obeying god’s will.  
Sometimes we may not think we are right for this plan. 
Perhaps we may think we are inadequate, or maybe we are  
afraid of what is in store for us.  But God will help us.  
Jeremiah was young when God came to him and so he 
thought he might not be right for God’s plan for him.  He 
told God he was too young and he couldn’t say the right 
thing to make people listen and understand, but God 
helped him and told him what to say.  This shows that 
God helps those who need it.  God told Jeremiah not to 
fear the people he was sending him to because God would 
be with him.  God meant by this that Jeremiah must have 
faith in both God and himself no matter what he had to do.  
God is always with us just as he was with Jeremiah, so we 
too must have faith in God and ourselves.”
