MESSAGE FROM THE BOY SCOUTS

The Cub Scouts are coming! At the end of January, the
Council unanimously  approved Glen Ridge
Congregational Church as the new home of Glen Ridge’s
Pack 851, the only Cub Scout organization in our town.
The Pack has 90 registered Cub Scouts ranging in age
from 7-11 years, many of whom are already members of
our congregation.

This relationship isn’t new. For several years now, the
church has allowed the Cub Scouts to use Robinson Hall
for the Pinewood Derby, the model racing car event where
each cub creates his own car from a block of wood and
races it against his fellow cub scouts. In return, the Pack
organizes a service project to help clean and beautify our
church grounds prior to Easter Sunday.

Cub Scouting is part of an overall church strategy to offer
opportunities for learning and growth for our youth. We
are proud of our new affiliation, and expect to expand this
relationship in the future to bring greater opportunities for
boys in Glen Ridge, and our congregation.
